REMARKS
Litharge, Russian: ΓЛЕТ (Glet = a natural form of lead. PbO), was a
self contained portable HF radio station, used by special forces e.g.
Border troops.
Two variations of this radio were noted: Litharge-H and Litharge-Z),
the latter issued with a type BPS AC mains power unit for fixed oper-
ation. Internet sources believe that the Litharge might have been a
predecessor of the R-143.
At the time of writing no further details were found. Additional infor-
mation or corrections to the current data is most welcome.
