Acacia (Russian: Akanus-1 = Akatsiya-1, name of a plant ) was a
miniature VHF FM body wearable covert transmitter-receiver. A
variation known as AK PPR-1 (Russian: AK IIITP-1) was noted

It was primarily developed for use by special services during covert
surveillance/observation operations concealed under the clothing,
carried in one of the pockets or a strap on the neck, hence its curved
shape.

The letters and numbers on the type number plates (see above) were
believed to be the serial and type number, organisation-group and
channel numbers. (See Appendix 3 for more details).
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
